First Aid in our school a guide for parents


As a school we recognise we have a duty of care to all our children and staff. During their time with us we do our best to keep them safe and administer initial first aid if an accident occurs. We inform parents of our concerns and recommend they seek further medical advice from trained professionals.
We follow the guidance set out in the document form the DFE ‘First Aid in Schools’

[image: ][image: MCj03610040000[1]]We have a designated medical room based in the KS2 building and is manned at all play and lunch times. We also have medical supplies in the room next to the main office where all medicines are stored securely. 
We have a defibrillator in the main office and staff have been trained to use it.
The majority of staff have basic first aid training and we have staff trained at paediatric level and first aid at work.

Playtimes / lunchtimes

All staff take responsibility for administering basic first aid on the playground. If it needs more than basic first aid, the children visit the medical room. All incidents are recorded in the first aid book. 

Where appropriate, phone calls home are made to let parents know there has been an accident/injury. All children are given a medical sticker aimed at letting parents know at the end of the day if their child has been seen in medical during the day. Teachers are to inform parents of what has happened.
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For minor head injuries (children knocking into each other, walking into a wall etc) where no visible mark is seen, your child will be given a bumped head sticker and letter. We will continue to monitor your child throughout the afternoon and you will be told at the end of the day.
For more serious head injuries, parents are called as soon as possible with the opportunity given to come to school and assess the situation yourself. Generally the children complain their head hurts and they have a mark/lump.
In some instances, we may need to call an ambulance or ask parents to take their child to the hospital to be checked over.
All head injuries are documented in the appropriate first aid book and logged in the head injury book.

Whilst we make every effort to recognise damage to limbs, we do need the support of parents to take their child to the hospital to get checked out by doctors.
Children are seen and treated, parents are called and welcomed to come and assess your child.


Sickness and diarrhoea 

[bookmark: _GoBack]If your child is sick or has diarrhoea, they will be asked to be collected as soon as possible. The recommendation is to stay home for at least 24 hours after the last bout of sickness or diarrhoea.

[image: Image result for medicines]Administering Medicines 

As a school we do not have to administer any drugs prescribed for your child. (DFE) We also encourage any medication needed to be given at home out of school hours.

We do not have a medical fridge and therefore cannot store any medicines eg antibiotics. If a child is on an antibiotic we ask doses are given out of school times or parents come into school at lunchtime to administer the medicine.

From time to time we are asked to administer medication throughout the day to support children’s medical conditions i.e. asthma, hay fever etc. We are unable to store pain relief to give children ‘as and when’ required. We will call home and ask you to assess your child and medicate as you see fit.
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
