Each term you will be given a letter outlining topics of the term but we want you to know the end of year expectations as the year will certainly fly by.
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Personal Social Emotional Development

· They are confident to speak in a familiar group, will talk about their ideas know that some behaviour is unacceptable. 
· They work as part of a group or class, and understand and follow the rules
Communication and Language

· They give their attention to what others say and respond appropriately, while engaged in another activity.
· They develop their own narratives and explanations by connecting ideas or events.
Physical Development
· Children show good control and co-ordination in large and small movements. 
· They move confidently in a range of ways, safely        negotiating space.
· They handle equipment and tools effectively, including pencils for writing.

· They manage their own basic hygiene and personal needs successfully, including dressing and going to the toilet independently.

Reading
· Children read and understand simple sentences.
· They use phonic knowledge to decode regular words and read them aloud accurately.

· They demonstrate understanding when talking with others other about what they have read.


Writing
· Children use their phonic knowledge to write words in ways which match their spoken sounds.

· They write simple sentences which can be ready by themselves and others.
· Some words are spelt correctly and others ae phonetically plausible, e.g. ‘wosht’ instead of ‘washed’ and ‘shi’ instead of ‘shy’.
