SLoR – reading for 10 minutes to your puppy. If the story was to continue what would happen next? Tell your grown-up your prediction.
English – Design your own planet and describe it.

	Complete the Ninja maths sheet for Thursday - 2 minute time limit.
Maths – Division. Grown-ups make up 10 division questions for your child to answer. Think about the method you could use. You could use sharing into groups e.g. 4 ÷ 2 – draw 2 circles and share out 4 equally. 6 ÷ 3 – draw 3 circles and share out 6 equally.
SLoR – reading for 10 minutes to your puppy. Create a new character for the story. What would they be called? What would they look like?
