	Monday
	Weekly spellings to learn for a spelling test on Friday – children, wild, climb, most, only, both.

Remember capital letters always go to the top and watch out for those ascending letters (letters that go to the top - t, h, k, l, d, b) and descending letters (letters that go below the line - q, y, p, f, g, j)
	
SLoR – reading for 10 minutes to your puppy. Play the reading game after reading.

English – Look out of the window and write a list of things that you can see. Then use adjectives to describe the things you can see. Put these into sentences. E.g. I can see tall green trees blowing in the warm breeze. The bright coloured flowers look pretty in the sunlight.

Practise counting forwards and backwards to 20 and then to 100.
Practise writing your numbers to 20. Remember not to write any alien (backwards) numbers!
Represent different numbers - Make your own tens frames or print some off the internet and use counters, or anything you can find to use instead of counters (raisins, grapes, cereal pieces etc…..) Start by using one tens frame to make numbers up to 10, then use a second tens frame to show numbers up to 20. You can also draw them out.

SLoR – reading for 10 minutes to your puppy. Play the reading game after reading.

English – Write a letter to your friend or even your teacher telling them what you have been doing so far. Remember to include the features of a letter. Such as; your address, the date, who the letter is to, why you are writing, content, any questions and who the letter is from.

Read and write numbers from 1-20 in numbers and in words - Make 1-20 number cards and one to twenty word cards out of paper. Have a go at matching up the numbers and words. Play the memory game, by turning all your cards over and taking it in turns to pick 2 cards. If the number and word matches, you get to keep both cards. The winner is the person with the most pairs at the end. Challenge: Memory game for a selection of numbers to 100. Complete the activity numbers to 20. Can you draw them based on tens and ones?

Outdoor learning - Make a toilet roll bird feeder! This activity is messy but fun and we hope you enjoy it! It will also help you learn about the birds in your neighbourhood. You can make this simple feeder with items you probably already have at home:
1. Smother a cardboard tube in peanut butter (no added salt and sugar versions are suitable for birds).
2. Roll it in bird seed and thread some string through the hole.
3. Tie it up in your garden where birds will feel safe eating.

Try this adding different numbers.

English – This week you will be writing a story about an adventure. First you need to create a main character. Draw a picture of your character and describe them using full sentences. E.g. Lucy has brown curly hair and is a cheeky girl. She’s very brave and likes to go on adventures around the United Kingdom.

Practise counting forwards and backwards to 20 and then to 100.
Practise writing your numbers to 20. Remember not to write any alien (backwards) numbers!
2D shapes and 3D shapes
How many 2D and 3D shapes can you name? Go round your house/garden and make a list of all the circles, squares, rectangles and triangle shapes you can see. Can you find any other 2D shapes? Then go round looking for 3D shapes (cubes, cuboids, cylinders and spheres). Can you find any others?
Can you group what you have found? Film yourself explaining how you grouped them and why. Use the Vocab mat at the end of this sheet to help you.

Science – We are going to have our own mini science week! Each day you will have a science activity to complete. Let’s start with plants… What flowers can you find in the garden? Draw a picture of them! Can you label them?
