What are the benefits of singing in school?
One in eleven children receives treatment for asthma in the UK. Singing helps strengthen respiratory and cardiovascular health in a fun and enjoyable way. It also helps stimulate the brain. It literally lights up more areas of the brain than any other activity.
Singing increases alertness and improves physical posture.
It can reduce stress and enhance the immune system.
Singing aids memory retention and supports children to retain new information and facts. It has been proved to help improve reading skills. It helps develop confidence and self-esteem.
People feel good when they sing. 
We have a Singing Assembly every week where all children have the opportunity to sing a variety of songs. We also sing in our music lessons, at musical festivals and for celebrations throughout the year. Our school choir have sung for local church services, retirement groups and at the Demelza Carolathon.
On March 13th 2019 we will take part in World Sing Up Day and adding our school to the worldwide Sing Up Day map.

Sharing our talent.

In 2019 we have introduced Swingate Superstars as part of our Singin Assembly. Children are invited to perform a piece of music, sing or beat box in front of the rest of the school. Each performer receives a certificate to mark the occasion and remind them that they are a Swingate Superstar.

Learning an instrument.

We offer after school music lessons where children can learn clarinet, trumpet or guitar with a teacher from a music school. In school, children in Y2 and Y3 begin to learn musical notation and to play the recorder as part of their music lessons.
