This is a summary of how our school delivers music education to all our pupils across three areas – curriculum music, co-curricular provision and musical experiences – and what changes we are planning in future years. This information is to help pupils and parents or carers understand what our school offers and who we work with to support our pupils’ music education. 
[bookmark: _Toc357771640][bookmark: _Toc346793418]Part A: Curriculum music
	Music is taught at a minimum of fortnightly and is informed by the model music curriculum (March 2021). Lessons are a minimum of 45 minutes and are taught by class teachers or a music specialist. Teaching is supported by specialist planning which was adapted from Sparkyard planning to ensure it covers the whole curriculum and shows progression across the year groups and key stages. Each lesson provides opportunities to listen and respond to music so the children can enhance their understanding of musical terminology, such as tempo and dynamics. They also have opportunities to compose in a variety of ways, both traditionally on a staff and through alternative means such as a graphic score or through pictures. They are also given chances to perform to their peers which we believe helps their confidence and bravery; linking nicely to our school values. This musical learning is further supplemented by singing during assemblies every week in each key stage. Also, children in years 3, 4 and 5 learn the ukulele as a whole-class ensemble taught by music specialists from Kent Music Hub as part of the Wider Opportunities programme. 


[bookmark: _Toc443397160]Part B: Co-curricular music
	At Swingate Primary School, we currently offer individual and group lessons for a small number of children on the double bass with a specialist teacher through Kent Music Hub. This same teacher also teaches the whole class ukulele lessons for years 3, 4 and 5.
We have a thriving Key Stage 2 Choir as well as a variety of other clubs which run at points throughout the year, including a keyboard club and Musical Theatre Choir. 
We also have opportunities for children to pay to learn the guitar from a specialist or to join a Rock Band in iRock.



Part C: Musical experiences
	There are termly iRock concerts for the children involved in iRock to show their parents what they have been learning. Each class across the school will also have an opportunity to watch an iRock concert during the year so they can experience some live music and to help promote a love of music.

Our Choir is very active in the local community with lots of visits, especially near Christmas, to churches, shopping centres and nursing homes to share the joy of singing. Choir also attends Young Voices at the O2 and performs a variety of concerts at school; including a Remembrance Service. We also collaborate across our Federation for a yearly Sing Off concert where the choirs from four local schools sing together for their parents to showcase their love of singing. 

Guitar Club, which is a paid for club, also perform in assemblies for their peers to show what they have been learning. The children love to share their talents with their friends.

In Year 2, the children attend the KS1 Music Concert where they get the opportunity to sing in a theatre with other schools and to choose one song to sing on stage. Their parents are invited to watch and it gives the children a great opportunity to experience the theatre and performing on a big stage; many for the first time.


In the future
	Whilst we can recognise our strengths in Music, this year our Action Plan has the following areas of development:
· How we evidence Music across the school.
· How we assess Music across the school.
During this academic year, we will be changing how we evidence Music to tie it into the rest of the curriculum where possible. This means that any written evidence will be put into books, e.g. responses to listening and composing. Also, QR codes will be created of the children performing which will also be put into their books.
We also want to make sure we have sound assessments in place so we are confident with any assessments. Part of this will link to evidence in books but we will also be looking at other ways and other CPD to help us achieve this.
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
