 Can read fluently and independently but adults may guide child to ‘easy read’ chapter books to continue to develop their confidence.

 Can summarise what they have read without retelling the entirety of the chapter.
 Beginning to access a wider range of texts but may feel comfortable re-reading books or those of a similar genre.
