Year 1 Newsletter – Term 1- September 2025

We hope you all had a wonderful summer holiday. Lions, Orangutans and Foxes Class are settling in with a ‘Learning to Learn’ week. This will prepare them for the exciting year! It’s going to be a fun filled year full of lots of learning and new adventures and we can’t wait to see what the year has in store for us. 
In English, we are going to be focusing on letter formation, reading common exception words and speaking clearly and listening to others. The children will be learning how to write, using Talk for writing skills.  This includes familiarising themselves with a text, using role play and recall strategies.  We will continue to practise our sounds, recapping on phase 3 sounds and beginning to learn phase 5 sounds.  These can be found on the internet to support your child at home. Please use your All Aboard logins to support your child at home with learning these new sounds, but please come and see us if you would like further details. 
[image: Image result for mathsClip Art]In Maths, we will be working on learning basic number facts, including, learning to read, write and order numbers to 20, number bonds to 10 and simple addition and subtraction. Our Rocking Recall Fact focus this term will be learning the months of the year, the days of the week and the four seasons. 
Your child will be given a Numbots login and pin (Found within their Reading logs), for your child to practise their Maths knowledge at home. Please encourage your child to do this as much as possible as certificates will be given to those who move up levels.
In Science we are learning about seasons and the different weather that is associated with each season. On top of this, we will be looking at the months in each season and the variation of day light hours throughout the year. 

In History, we will be discovering what history is and why we learn about it. We will be comparing our lives of our teachers and older family members to our own lives.

You can support your child by listening to them read regularly and encourage them to learn their sounds. Swingate expects your child to read 4 times a week. Our updated Reading Policy, states those children who have not read 4 times a week will stay in Friday breaktime. Therefore, please make sure to remember to record when they have read in their reading contact book especially if they have read their favourite books from home. The more they read the more confident they will become!

Sing songs together and listen out for rhyming words. Give your child some pennies to spend at the shop, asking them to work out if they have enough money to buy something. Practise writing their numbers the correct way around. Encourage your child to get dressed and undressed by themselves and use a knife and fork to eat their dinner with.
