We hope you’ve had a lovely summer and enjoyed making as many wonderful memories as possible. We are so excited to get stuck into our fun-filled days of learning. English
This term is crucial to ensure writing skills are still secure. Through a variety of activities, we will learn and secure sentence building, extending these sentences to make them compound and editing to make them more effective. Presentation of the children’s work will also be a key feature for this term, so any writing practise they could undertake at home would certainly help. Spelling is another area which we will be focusing on within class time. We will continue using The Spelling Shed which is also online. We expect your child to play 10 games on EdShed each week. Every week we will send out spellings that children are working on so please look out for these in the coming weeks. Any extra practise on these at home would be greatly appreciated and will ensure a greater success at school.  Please keep an eye out for any information regarding spelling tests and books in the coming weeks. 

Reading
The whole school will continue to have a real push for reading again this year.  Your child will be taught the necessary skills, to help them progress throughout the year and enable them to de-code more challenging texts later in their school life.  Your child must read at least four times per week, and this must be recorded in their contact books with the date and adult signature. If children do not complete four reads in a week they will be required to complete extra reading during Friday breaktime. We want them to enjoy reading too, so if they have a favourite author or type of book, then please encourage them to read these with you at home. Research has shown that children who are fluent readers and enjoy reading a wide range of genres usually perform well across all areas of the curriculum. 

Maths
[image: ]In Maths, we will begin the term re-capping on place value, ensuring the children know the positional value of digits in a number, e.g. in the number 123, the 2 really has a value of 20.  This will give them a good grounding for our calculations work for the rest of the term.  Multiplication facts and number bonds play such a big part to the whole of the maths curriculum, so all children will be expected to play at least 10 sessions on TT Rockstars every week. At the end of year 4 children will complete the government times table check, in which they are required to recall multiplication facts. Therefore, it is important children continuously practice this skill. If rockstar sessions are not completed, children will be required to complete them during Friday breaktime. 

History
Our history for the term is Stone, Bronze and Iron Age. The children will use chronology skills and undertake both written and practical activities in class. 

Science
Our science topic is ‘Digestion and Food’. The children will be finding out about our digestive system and how it works, as well as exploring food chains.
