Welcome to Year 5! We hope you’ve had a lovely summer and enjoyed making as many wonderful memories as possible. 
English: During the first term of Year 5, we will focus on key learning skills, including sentence composition and reading fluency. This will allow the children time to practise these skills before applying them to specific topics. We will begin with a diary entry that focuses on basic skills before progressing to more in-depth writing.

Maths: In Maths, we will begin the term by ensuring that our children have an in-depth knowledge of place value and the associated areas of mathematics. This will provide them with a solid grounding for our calculations work for the rest of the term. 

History: This term, we will investigate World War II. This is an extremely popular topic and the children will use historical skills to undertake both written and practical activities in class.

Science: Our Science topic is 'Materials and Separation'. The children will be using their scientific skills to investigate filtering, sieving, and separating different states of matter.

Home Learning
Home learning is extremely important for consolidating classroom learning. We would greatly appreciate your help in encouraging your children to complete their homework tasks in a timely manner. Multiplication facts and number bonds play a significant role in the entire Maths curriculum, so all children are expected to engage in at least ten sessions on TT Rockstars each week. Additionally, the whole school will continue to focus on reading this year. Your child will be taught the necessary skills to help them progress throughout the year and enable them to decode more challenging texts later in their school life. Your child must read at least four times per week, and this must be recorded in their green reading record books with the date and an adult’s signature. We want them to enjoy reading as well, so if they have a favourite author or type of book, please encourage them to read these with you at home. Reading at home does not have to involve only school books; you can share newspapers, magazines, etc. Research has shown that children who are fluent readers and enjoy reading a wide range of genres usually perform well across all areas of the curriculum.
