Spelling Last term, your child’s teacher sent home their final spelling test so that you are aware of their achievements as well as what they need to continue to practise. The new spelling list should be their contact book. Please ask their teacher if you are unable to locate this. Like last term, they have the whole term to learn them and the date of the next test will be on the spelling sticker. The spellings are Year 1 and 2 Common Exception Words. Some of these are also on Sir Linkalot which we know the children love to use. We will be learning these spellings in class but please also support your child to learn their spellings at home. Repetition is the best way to learn! If you would like some ideas on ways in which they can practise, please ask their teacher. 
English We will be writing narratives and poetry and developing our spelling using our phonics. We will also be concentrating on making sure we write cohesively whilst building our stamina in writing. The children are able to practise key maths skills which are vital to their progression in year 2 by logging into and playing Numbots at home. The children’s login details are stuck into your child’s Reading Record books. Our Rocking Recall target this term is to recall multiplication and division facts for the two times table so any extra practise on this will be greatly appreciated. 
Geography  This term, will be learning about the Coast of Kent and how it is used by tourists. Children will gather their own data on the human features in a specific coastal town. 
Science In Science we are going to find out about microhabitats. Children will ask questions about minibeasts and use scientific enquiry to find answers. 
P.E Please ensure that your child wears their PE kit to school on their PE days. Please remove all jewellery on PE days as staff are not authorised to take out earrings for children.  Ocelot class will have P.E on Wednesdays.  Capybara class and Puffin class will have P.E. on Thursdays.  Please ensure all items of clothing are clearly labelled with your child’s name.

It is such a special time to share stories with your child so please hear them read out loud every day if possible. Your child has the opportunity to change their reading book on a daily basis. Their reading books and contact books need to be placed in the book box in the classroom everyday so they can be changed. Please encourage your child to bring their books back in so they can be changed frequently. If your does not read four times in a week at home and have their reading record signed, they will read in class during Friday break time. We will be visiting the school library once a week for the children to have the opportunity to take a book home to share with you. This will need to be returned once finished for a new book to be issued.
Snacks Healthy snacks of fruit and vegetables are provided for the children. However, please feel free to send your child in with an alternative healthy snack, such as, fruit, vegetables, yogurt, cheese or cereal bars. The children will eat their snacks in the classroom prior to going onto the playground. Please ensure snacks are in a pot your child is able to open.
