English
This term, we are looking at three exciting texts! These include the wonderful ‘Cloudy with a Chance of Meatballs’’ by Judi Barrett and we will be writing our own narrative based on the strange phenomenon of the weather becoming food! We will then move onto the texts by Anthony Browne and Oliver Jeffers. Throughout the term, we will also be writing a persuasive piece and a diary entry. This term we will be sending home green spelling books containing the words we are learning in class. Please encourage your child to practise these ready for a spelling test on Friday. Please send this book into school each day so that your child has more opportunities to practise.

Reading
This term we will be continuing to work on our range of reading skills through the story ‘The Abominables’. This is a very exciting tale in which yetis are taught how to speak and learn manners! Please continue to encourage your child to read at home and where possible question them on their books. Using the five W’s (Why, Where, When, Who, What) to start your questions is a great way to find out how much your child has understood. Your child must read at least four times per week and this must be recorded in their purple contact books with the date and adult signature. Like last term, if children do not complete four reads in a week, they will be required to complete extra reading during Friday breaktime. We want them to enjoy reading too, so if they have a favourite author or type of book, then please encourage them to read these with you at home. 

Maths

We will be continuing with our Multiplication facts and number bonds securing our number knowledge and we will be looking at the relationships between Multiplication and Division, strengthening our knowledge and fluency in times tables. All children are still expected to play at least 10 sessions on TT Rockstars every week. It is important children continuously practice this skill. If rockstar sessions are not completed, children will be required to complete them during Friday breaktime. 

Geography 
Our Geography topic this term is ‘Volcanoes and Earthquakes’ where the children will learn about the structure of the earth and how these natural disasters are caused.

Science
Our science topic is ‘Electricity. The children will be finding out about how electrical appliances are powered, as well as having the opportunity to construct electrical circuits.
