	Monday
	Reading: BUT MARTIN by June Counsel –YouTube story. Look at this story and discuss what it would be like to have an Alien in the class? https://www.youtube.com/watch?v=PcuCa8at36M (Finishes at 5.06 minutes)


Writing: Draw Martin the Alien and a friend from the story and write a sentence about them.

Maths: Have fun measuring out the correct amount of ingredients to make playdough. I have added the method I use but you might have your own.

Can you practise writing: fur, hurt, turn, purr
Can you read the sentence: The cat has soft fur and she said purr.

Art: Can you make Martin the Alien a school uniform? How different would it be from yours?

Imaginative play: Can you set up a school for your Toys? What can you teach them? Can you make some things to help them?

Construction: Can you make a house for Martin to stay in while he is on the Earth.

Daily reading – choose a story to read together as a family. Ask your child to find specific words (maybe words from their most recent word list) or read a page each. Talk about the pictures. Ask the children what they think will happen at the end, before you reach the final pages.

So far in Reception we have practised all of the letter shapes. However, we have found the following letters have proved to be the trickiest:

g, y, j – because the tails loop over and go underneath the line
p, q, - because they need to go underneath the line.
h,b,d,k – because they are taller than the rest of the other letters
f – has proved to be the most difficult! Because it loops but is also tall AND long.

	Reading: Look at the story again and talk about what you could do with Martin while he is here? Can he take you on an adventure?

Writing: Write all about your adventure with Martin? Where did you go? What did you go?

Maths: Using your playdough from yesterday check out these activities. It is very American but can still be used.

Can you practice writing these tricky words: they, are, some, come, little

Art: Draw/or paint a picture of you and your  for Martin to take home.

Imaginative play: Pretend to go on your Adventure with Martin? Where did you go? What did you do? Did you bring back any souvenirs?

Construction: Make a car for Martin to use while he is with you . 
	

	Wednesday
	Reading:  Looking at the story again, can you remember who does what? What colour is everyone’s hair? What did everyone do?

Writing: Can you draw your favourite person and write about them.

Maths:  Make your own moon sand. Be sure to measure out the right amount.
The recipe is simple: 8 cups of flour & 1 cup of oil (we used baby oil). Mix it up really well until all of the oil is incorporated into the flour. It will still look like flour (albeit full of teeny tiny lumps from the bits of oil)
Now you have made your own moon sand have fun playing with it

Art: Can you make an Alien to go in Your moon sand? He could be made from recycling or from construction or anything you have at home . 

Imaginative play: If the weather is nice maybe you can play in the garden today and pretend to be rockets flying out in space. What planet will you land on? Will you go to the moon? Be careful, the sun is very hot!

	Reading: Pick someone from the story and take them on an adventure. Where would you go? What would you show them? Would you go to Nanny’s house? 

Writing: If you want to go back to Martins planet you need an Alien Name Can you think of an Alien name you would like and what superpower you might have?

Math: Can you measure out these ingredients to make 6 large space rock cakes or 12 smaller ones
100g/3 and a half oz butter at room temperature
200g/7oz plain flour
2tsp baking powder
75g/2 and a half oz brown sugar
125g/4 and a half oz raisins
1 egg beaten
2 tbsp milk

Construction: Can you have a building race with your adult or sibling? Who can build the tallest tower in 1 minute? How long do you think it will take to build a tower to reach the moon?
	

	Friday 
	Reading: Can you retell the story? What was your favourite bit? Why? 

Writing: Write a message to Martin, asking him to come to your school!

Maths:
What can you measure all by yourself? What did you use to measure with?

Phonics:   Revisit the sounds you have learnt so far. You can use the Flashcard Speed Trial on phonics play to practice all the sounds you have learnt so far from ‘s’ up to ‘ear’. Find the digraphs and trigraphs in the following words by adding your sound buttons: hear, coin, cow, fur. How many sounds does each word have? Can you practice writing a range of phase 3 high frequency words from memory – your adult can choose from this list: he, she, we, me, be, all, my, they, her, are, you, was.

Art- Make some Party Invitations and decorations for Martin .

Imaginative play: Have a Tea party to say goodbye to Martin. What food would you have at your party? What do you think alien likes to eat?
