	Topic Under the Sea – Billy’s Bucket
	Additional comments 

	Monday
	 Reading- Read /Watch ‘Billy’s Bucket’: https://www.youtube.com/watch?v=KQyFMEQV8fo
Would you like a bucket for your birthday? What one would you choose? 

Writing/Phonics: Draw a bucket and write a sentence about what bucket you would choose? Would it be red or blue? Would it have a pattern on it or would it be a football or unicorn one? Write ‘My bucket is ……………because………

Don’t forget that ‘my’ and ‘is’ we have learnt before so think about how you might spell these. Your adult can give you the word ‘because’ as a spelling- this is a very grown up word that we haven’t learnt to spell yet!

Maths: For this activity you will need various sizes of empty bottles, funnels, scoop or cut bottle and coloured water as it is more visible (it may be that you leave this activity for another day)

Onto the bottles draw very simple markings, different on each one to show a range of potential measuring scales i.e. 1 to 10 marking off the hallway point, another with quarter, half, three quarters and full and another with the same scale but numerically instead 1/4, 1/2, 3/4, 1. The idea is to give a large a range as possible and introduce lots of learning and vocabulary possibilities.
[image: Bucket Coloring Page - Coloring Home]Then allow them to play talk about the half way mark on each bottle and what it represents, then challenge them to fill the bottles with water to meet the line exactly which is harder than it seems and a real test of co-ordination and control when pouring.
