English
This term, we will be writing balanced arguments on class pets, creating our own ‘Revolting Rhyme’ in the style of Roald Dahl and even become script writers! We will continue to think about using interesting vocabulary and ensuring we are using a range of writing techniques to make our sentences more interesting e.g. conjunctions, fronted adverbials and subordinate clauses. We will continue to send home green spelling books containing the words we are learning in class. Please encourage your child to practise these ready for a spelling test on Friday. Please send this book into school each day so that your child has more opportunities to practise.

This term we will be continuing to work on our range of reading skills through the story ‘Who Let the Gods Out’. Please continue to encourage your child to read at home and where possible question them on their books. Using the five W’s (Why, Where, When, Who, What) to start your questions is a great way to find out how much your child has understood. Your child must read at least four times per week and this must be recorded in their purple contact books with the date and adult signature. Like last term, if children do not complete four reads in a week, they will be required to complete extra reading during Friday breaktime. We want them to enjoy reading too, so if they have a favourite author or type of book, then please encourage them to read these with you at home. 

Maths
[image: ] In Maths, we will be deepening our understanding of Fractions focusing on improper and mixed fractions as well as learning how to add and subtract fractions. We will also be looking at decimals, in particular tenths and hundredths. It is incredibly important for the children to continue building on their times tables knowledge to support with this as it makes their recall more fluent and more confident! Please continue to encourage your child to play TT Rockstars at home. All children are expected to play at least 10 sessions on TT Rockstars every week. This is preparing the children for their Times Table check in June.

Geography 
In Geography we will be learning about mountains, focusing on the Alps. We will be using atlases to identify mountain ranges and the countries they spread through, locating and researching human and physical features of the Alps and then comparing these features to our local area. 

Science
Our science topic is ‘Sounds and Vibrations’.  The children will be describing how sounds are made and heard through different mediums, explaining the relationship between vibration strength and volume, describing the relationship between volume and distance, describing pitch and how to change it and explaining what happens to sound when we insulate materials.
