Our topic for this term will be World War 1. We will be looking at the causes and outcomes of the ‘Great War’ as well as what life would have been like home and away. 

 
English We will mostly be looking at non-fiction writing, such as non-chronological reports, letters and newspapers in relation to our topic. We will also be analysing and creating our own war poetry. 

Maths    We will be covering several areas of maths including: converting measurements, ratio & proportion, co-ordinates and algebra. 

Science This term we will be learning about variation and inheritance, whether it is nature or nurture who makes us who we are. 

PE.  This term the children will be participating in gymnastic. Please can you make sure that your child has a PE kit in school, and that all clothing is labelled with your child’s name. Bison and Wolf have their PE day on Thursdays and Jaguar are on Fridays.

Home learning: Home learning is extremely important in consolidating classroom learning and will help prepare your child for their secondary transfer. We would very much appreciate your help in encouraging your child to complete these homework tasks in a timely fashion. To support the work which is happening we will be sending out two pieces of work on a Friday, to be back by the following Friday. This will include one piece of Maths, and one of reading. We will be going through this as a class. 

Reading: Please encourage your child to read every day. Daily reading has a huge impact on reading skills and we strongly urge you to support your child with this aspect of their learning. Reading needs to be recorded in reading contact books which the children can fill out themselves. Their reading book and reading contact book need to be brought in daily. We will be monitoring children’s reading as a year group and will be discussing how we can support those children who don’t read at home often.
