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We welcome you all back to school and hope you had an excellent half term! We are looking forward to all the learning we have lined up for Term 4. 
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English learning will cover objectives from the curriculum and will be based on a variety of genres, including newspaper report, speaking and listening and balanced argument. Please continue to support your children at home in using Spelling Shed, we will continue our weekly testing after the half term break. Their first test will be at the end of week 2.

Reading:
In year 5, we expect the children to read at least 4 times per week and record this in their reading record. Their reading book and reading contact book need to be brought in daily. Daily reading has a huge impact on reading skills and we strongly urge you to support your child with this aspect of their learning. Reading at home does not have to be reading the school reading book, you can share newspapers, magazines etc. This term we are reading ‘Clockwork’ by Philip Pullman.
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Maths:
Maths this term will be applying and extending children’s knowledge of place value and use of fractions, decimals and percentages; area and perimeter and statistics. This term’s Rocking Recall will focus on factor pairs of a given number, for example the factor pairs of 8 would be 1 x 8 and 2 x 4. Multiplication facts and number bonds play such a big part to the whole of the maths curriculum, so all children will be expected to play at least 10 sessions on TT Rockstars every week.
