English - English learning will focus on a variety of genres, including character descriptions, folktales
 and poetry. Please help your child by reading with them on a regular basis. This is SO important as it 
not only gives you quality time together, it gives your child the chance to practise a key life skill. Please 
make a note in your child’s home reading contact book as this is recorded. Our class book this term is 
‘Groosham Grange’ by Anthony Horowitz. Please continue to support your children at home in using 
Spelling Shed, we will continue our weekly testing after the half term break. Their first test will be at

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                                                 This term in History, we will be learning about the Maya civilisation. Children will be able                           
                                                 to place the Maya within a historical timeline and understand that their society had a 
                                                 clear hierarchy of power. They will explore why religion was important to the Maya.
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Maths - Maths this term will involve shape, position and direction and decimals. This term’s Rocking Recall will focus on decimal number bonds. A decimal number bond to 1 could be 0.9 + 0.1 or 0.7 + 0.3 and to 10 could be 9.9 + 0.1 or 4.5 + 5.5. Children will apply their number bonds to 10 to support with this. Children should also be practising their times tables on TT Rockstars at home and should be completing at least 10 sessions every week. Please see the QR codes for useful links to support alongside TTRS.
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Science - This term we will be using our investigative skills to look into forces. We will research gravity, air resistance, friction and water resistance and complete investigations into some of these. Children will improve their skills in completing their own investigation ensuring it is a fair test
