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Welcome back, it was lovely to hear everything about the children’s half-terms. We cannot believe it is already term 6, this year has flown by! Even though it is nearly time to say good-bye, we will still be having fun with plenty of learning experiences. 

In Geography, we will be looking at the research question ‘Why is Lordswood a great place to live?’ and thinking about human and physical features in our surrounding areas. [image: ]We will also be learning about our environment and how we can make more sustainable choices. Further into the term we will be looking at addresses and where our school and other locations are on a map.

This will encourage children to include titles, sub-headings and facts as well as teaching the children to write in a new format. Additionally, we will be writing a recount of our school trip to Old MacDonald’s Farm. We will then be writing letters to our new teacher which will be handed to them to read. We will be recapping the previous spellings to make sure we know them really well.
[image: ]In Maths we are finishing looking at finding a quarter of shapes and amounts. We will be continuing to develop and deepen our knowledge of number within 100. We will also be looking at position and direction. We will then use our previous place value skills to identify tens and ones in a number and use this to add and subtract two-digit numbers. We will also be learning about how to tell the time by identifying days of the week, months of the year, and how to tell the time to the hour. Lots of exciting Maths happening!
