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Year 2 Newsletter Term 6 2026
Miss Thompson, Mrs Pennington and  Mrs Richards welcome you back to term 6, we hope you had a lovely holiday and are ready for all that term 6 has in store. 
Spelling Your child has received spellings to learn at home and we will have a test on the second to last Friday of the term as we have been doing. The spellings have been sent home on a sticker in their Reading Record and the date of the test is also on this. The spellings we will be working on are common exception words but most can be found on the Sir Linkalot app. The label in your child’s reading record will let you know which set of spellings we are working on. We will be learning these spellings in class but please also support your child to learn their spellings at home. Repetition is the best way to learn! 
English This term we will be writing a narrative and a newspaper report. We will learn about how to use story telling language effectively and the layout of a non-fiction text. Our focus areas will be to maintain the correct use of tenses, inverted commas, apostrophes and words ending with a suffix. We will also be developing our sentence structures by using a range of subordinating conjunctions to expand and extend our sentences. If you would like to help your child at home with handwriting,  https://teachhandwriting.co.uk/continuous-cursive-beginners-choice-3.html is a very good website to help you. Activities such as threading, peg boards, Lego, playdough etc are all good for developing children’s hand muscles and fine motor skills in order to grip and control their pencil better.  
[image: ] Maths We are going to be learning about time and statistics. We will learn how to tell the time to five minute intervals, use tally charts, block graphs and pictograms to record and interpret data. We will also be revising our knowledge of addition, subtraction, multiplication and division. Our rocking recall focus this term will be counting in 3s. The children will be completing TTRockstars sheets in the classroom and we are encouraging that they play this at home too (the log in details are the same as Numbots and you will find these in their reading records). If they start with the Jammin game, there is no timer and the children are able to select the times tables they wish to practise. Children are expected to complete ten one-minute sessions each week (Thursday afternoon to the next Thursday Morning). If these ten sessions have not been completed, your child will be expected to complete it during their break time on Friday. Please ask us if you need any guidance with helping your child at home. 
Science In Science we are going to be learning about eco-friendly materials. We will be experimenting with different materials; thinking about their properties and what we could use them for. We will focus on the three Rs – reduce, reuse and recycle – and creating a useful object from eco-friendly material. We will be bringing home the finished product at the end of term!

It is such a special time to share stories with your child so please hear them read out loud every day if possible. Focus on their understanding of the story as well as the decoding, asking them questions about what they have read and checking their understanding of the text. Your child has the opportunity to change their reading book on a daily basis. Their reading books and contact books need to be placed in the book box in the classroom everyday so they can be changed. Please encourage your child to bring their books back in so they can be changed frequently. If your child does not read four times in a week at home and have their reading record signed, they will read in class during Friday break time. We will continue to visit the school library once a week for the children to have the opportunity to take a book home to share with you. This will need to be returned each week when it can then either be re-issued or exchanged for a new book.
