Maths ~ Maths this term will involve decimals, negative numbers and converting measures. This term’s Rocking Recall will focus on metric conversions. Children need to remember there are 10mm in 1cm, 100cm in 1m, 1000m in 1km and 1000g in 1kg and 1000ml in 1l. Children should also be practising their times tables on TT Rockstars at home and should be completing at least 10 sessions every week.
