Welcome back to term 4. We hope you had a lovely break.  We are looking forward to another amazing term, full of learning.

Our topic for this term will continue to be World War 1.
 
English We will mostly be looking at non-fiction writing, as well as letters and a narrative unit. 

Maths This term, we will be focusing on applying the arithmetic skills we have learned to a range of reasoning problems. As well as this, we will be covering the shape, space and measure unit. 

PE.  This term the children will be participating in basketball and netball. Can you make sure that your child has a PE kit in school (including change of footwear for outside), and that all clothing is labelled with your child’s name. As it can be cold, we also suggest that black/blue tracksuit bottoms are also in P.E. bags. Jaguar and Bison classes will have PE on Thursday while Wolf class will have PE on Friday.

Home learning: Home learning is extremely important in consolidating classroom learning and will help prepare your child for their secondary transfer. We would very much appreciate your help in encouraging your children to complete these homework tasks in a timely fashion.  To support the work which is happening we will be sending out two pieces of work on a Friday, to be back by the following Friday. This will include one piece of Maths, and one of reading. We will be going through this as a class every Friday. 

Reading: Please hear your child read every day and discuss what they have read. Daily reading has a huge impact on reading skills and we strongly urge you to support your child with this aspect of their learning. Reading needs to be recorded in reading contact books which the children can fill out themselves. Their reading book and reading contact book need to be brought in daily. We will be monitoring children’s reading as a year group and will be discussing how we can support those children who don’t read at home often.

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Year 6 is a demanding yet fun year. It has to be a balance of preparing children for end of Key Stage tests alongside celebrations of their learning and developing them as all round, confident individuals ready to leave us for their new adventures.
As we enter the final few months at Swingate School, it is important to recognise that periods of change can affect our children. The learning and outcomes in Year 6 play a vital role in preparing them for life in secondary school. We continue to deliver a curriculum that inspires and engages, while also ensuring that it provides the necessary coverage for children to confidently demonstrate their knowledge in test situations.

The SATs tests:

SATS testing will take place on the week commencing May 11th 2026

The tests don’t give a definitive answer about how good a child is at English or maths and they don’t tell us how good they’ll be at these subjects in the future. They don’t tell us how accomplished our children are in other important areas of the curriculum such as the humanities, sport or the arts. The tests are designed to be a snapshot of what children can do at the end of Year 6, testing the skills and knowledge that will help children to go on and do well at secondary school. The tests are a reflection of the learning the children have completed from year 3 to year 6. The tests are completed by all year 6 children across the country.

The scores you get from these tests will tell you how well your child did on that day, in that test, but they will not tell you everything.  They cannot tell you that they have improved at something they once found difficult.
