· Counting forward and backwards to 100, starting at any number.
· Counting in 2s, 5s, 10s forwards and backwards. 
· Knowing the names of 2D and 3D shapes.
· Telling the time.
· Write numbers as words, e.g. one, two, three etc. 
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· Knowing the order of the months of the year.
· Correctly spelling the days of the week and months of the year.
· Knowing how to write the date (long and short).
· Use a dictionary.
· Use a thesaurus. 

· Colouring neatly within lines.
· Cut neatly with scissors.
· Draw a straight line with a ruler. 

· Fasten and undo buttons on coats/shirts (including top button)
· Tie shoe laces.
· Fold a top/jumper.
· Peel a banana/orange. 
· Fold a piece of paper in half.
