Day 1
How to make Jelly Fossils
 Children should learn that living things have changed over time through evolution and that fossils provide information about living things that inhabited the Earth millions of years ago. 

This simple model of fossils in different layers 
of rock will teach them that we can under-
stand what living things existed in the past.
 
Scientists can tell how old a fossil is by dating the 
rock they were found in. We can
 see how living things evolved over time by 
comparing fossils we find from different times. 
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About fossils:
 
The Earth is billions of years old and living things found today evolved from what lived millions of years ago. Fossils show what living things used to exist a long time ago. Living things we see today evolved from ancestors that were around a long time ago. Palaeontologists study fossils and are able to date them based on the age of the rock they were found in. Scientists are able to understand what living things existed at the same time and how these living things evolved over time. Watch the video on how fossils are formed; it’s worth doing this before you make your jelly fossils.
 
Making your jelly fossils:
The layers give children a clearer picture of the fossilisation process; you can add these during the day as each layer of jelly sets or you could do a layer each day. This might help them understand that each layer happened over a long period of time and that the age of the rock relates to the age of the fossil you find in the rock. 

· Prepare a jelly mixture and pour into a large, clear container to make the first layer. Place your ‘fossils’ into the jelly (these could be small sweets or pieces of coloured paper) 
· Once the first layer has set, pour in a different colour jelly into the same container. This acts as the next rock layer. Explain this is younger than the previous layer and will have more recent living things in it. 
· Repeat the process until you have several different colours of layers and ‘fossils’ within. 

Can you answer the following questions?
 
· What do scientists find out when they look at fossils? 
· How can you tell how old the fossil is? 
· What are people called who look at fossils for a living?  



Day 2
How to make salt dough fossils

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You will need:

· 200g of salt
· 150g of flour
· 150g of coffee
· 100-120ml of cold coffee or water
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Pour all the dry ingredients into a bowl.
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Mix it all together.
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Add in the cold coffee or water.

Mix until you get a ‘doughy’ texture.
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Knead your dough for a few minutes.
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Push in your chosen shape. Press quite firmly, ensuring all parts have been pushed in.
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Carefully peel off your chosen shape.
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Leave it dry – this might take a couple of day.

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Day 5

How to draw a fossil





















MATERIALS
· Friday fossil art examples sheet
· Brown or white paper, cut to 2.5″ x 3.5″        
· White colouring pencil or crayon (if you are using brown paper)
· Brown colouring pencil or crayon

DIRECTIONS
1. Cut out up to nine rectangles to a 2.5″ x 3.5″ size. (you don’t have to do all of the fossils).
2. Use the side of the crayon to rub JUST around the edges of each piece of paper for an aged effect. If you are using white paper colour in the whole of it to start with. Shade the edges slightly darker. More than one shade of brown will even look better.
3. Draw fossils on each with a pencil, use the fossil art examples to help you. 
4. Go over your drawing with your white crayon or pencil.
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
