	Tuesday


	SLOR – Read the next part of the story. Write a paragraph explaining what you think is going to happen next. 

Maths – remind yourself of how Venn diagrams work. Then choose some objects from around your home to sort into the following categories: 
Things that are red
Things you can eat
REMEMBER things that are red and edible will go in the middle section. Things that are neither will go on the outside.
Your next task is to find a different way of sorting your objects. If you’d prefer, you can change your collection. Take some time to think how you might sort them (length, things that roll, solids, liquids etc).

Science – Our minds often judge things before we have tried them. Spend some time today trying new things at home. Use your senses of taste and smell to try new foods or smells without looking at them first.

A ‘Testing Taste Buds’ experiment is available if you would like to use it as a starting point. If you don’t have orange food colouring then just try the juices/water without looking at them.
