	Maths – Today’s Maths is focusing on addition and subtraction. Remember to draw your tens and ones.

English – Today you are going to write a letter to the seagulls explaining how wrong it was to eat Mr Grinlings lunch. Think about how Mr and Mrs Grinling may have felt.
