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1) Rule 14: Explanation

REMEMBER: Usually CHANGE IT: ‘y’ changes to ‘i’.
If there is a vowel before the ‘y’, KEEP IT.

If you add the ‘ing’ suffix always KEEP the ‘y’.

dry > drying (driing doesn’t look right!)
bully > bullying (bulliing doesn’t look right!)

TIP: NEVER delete the ‘y’! What would ‘dring’ say?
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Usually CHANGE IT: the ‘y’ changes to an ‘i
If there is a vowel before the ‘y’, KEEP IT
