-use first person (I, we, my etc.) 
-write as if you are speaking to someone
-organise events in paragraphs
 
Jigsaw: L.O To be able to know and use some strategies for keeping myself safe online.
Jigsaw discussion activity 1- Look at the ‘Gaming app’ picture and discuss 
Is this a game they’d be tempted to download and play online? 
What is appealing about this game? 
How do they know it’ll be enjoyable? 
Are there any possible risks with this app? 
(Note to parents) There are interactions and messages with others online, so draw out why this could be a possible risk. E.g. people bullying each other online, messaging with ‘friends’ we don’t know in real life, (they may not be who they say they are).
Children also need to be made aware 100% positive could mean that they have only had one review, or there could be 1000’s of reviewers; it doesn’t say. Percentages can be deceiving. Also, can we believe it’s the fastest growing game online? How can we trust this statement? Draw their attention to in-App purchases and explain what that means. (Many Apps are free to download, but then users need to buy things in order to get the App to work, or do additional things, therefore they are not always free in reality). Is this really being honest? Apps are also designed to look appealing in the same way that TV adverts work to encourage us to buy. Reveal that the App is actually a ‘fake’ and emphasise the point that we need to be extra careful online because not everything is always as it appears. 
Jigsaw activity 2- Ranking top tips cards.  Once the children have completed ranking the cards from most important to least important,  please emphasise that all the top tips are helpful no matter how we have ranked them and we should try to remember them when doing anything online to keep ourselves safe.

Today we are going to revise all the different word classes- nouns, adjectives, verbs and adverbs. 
Complete the worksheet attached. There are many activities on twinkle (free resource for parents during self-isolation) and you can download some of their fabulous activities on word classes. 

Science: L.O I can identify and describe the function of the stem and leaves. 
Task 1: Go outside and look at many different plants and describe what the stem is doing to help the plant survive i.e. it holds up the leaves and flowers. 
Experiment- What is the function of a stem?
If possible- place a white carnation and a stick of celery into separate containers of water. Add a dark food colouring like red or blue to the water and mark the water level on the container. Over the next several days observe what happens to the plants and the water. You may want to mark the water level each day. As the water level goes down the petals of the carnation and the leaves of the celery will begin to change to the colour of the food colourings.

Record your findings in your book. 
Draw each of the stems before and after they have been placed in the water/dye mixture.
The children could also record the height of the water each day. They can explain what they think has happened.

Task 2: To investigate what happens to plants that have no light. If possible- Children can grow some peas in one tub that has light and one tub that is covered. They can record what happens over time.

So many of the clothes we buy are made in these countries) (Rice: countries such as China, India, Indonesia, Bangladesh, Vietnam, and Thailand). (Sugar: countries such as Brazil which grows just over half of the world’s sugar).
