English (GPaS):  Past and present tense

Play: https://wordwall.net/resource/56616/english/past-tense-game - Spin the wheel. The wheel will land on a present tense verb. Can you say that verb in the past tense? E.g. The wheel lands on ‘walk’ so you say the past tense ‘walked’. If you get it correct, eliminate the verb. Keep going until all the verbs have been eliminated. How long did it take you? Can you beat the time?

Task: Complete the worksheet. Identify whether the sentence is written in the past or present tense and then re-write the sentence in the opposite tense.

Science: 
L.O I can identify and describe the function of the flower. 

Task 1:

Match the parts of a flower to the job that they do. See attached worksheet.

Task 2:
Look inside a couple of different flowers (the more the better). Identify the different parts. Dissect the flowers and stick them on a sheet, then label. Look at each part closely using a magnifying glass (if you have one). Cut open an ovary to describe what can be found inside. If you’re unable to gain access to flowers, draw a diagram of a flower and label it. Labelled parts should be: petals, stamens, stigma, style, ovary, anther and filament.

Task 3:
Watch the video showing how the pollen from one plant must fertilise the female parts of another plant.
