English (GPaS):  Subordinate clauses

A subordinate clause can’t stand alone in a sentence because it doesn’t make sense. It must be paired with a main clause to give more detail. Subordinate clauses can be found at the start, the middle and the end of a sentence. The sentences below give examples of each.
· Sitting happily, the chicken laid eggs.
· The chicken, who was busy laying eggs, sat happily.
· The chicken laid eggs, sitting happily.
In the first and third examples, ‘the chicken laid eggs’ is the main clause – it makes sense on its own. ‘Sitting happily’ is the subordinate clause – it doesn’t makes sense on its own, it provides extra detail for the main clause. In the second, ‘The chicken sat happily’ is the main clause and ‘who was busy laying eggs’ is the subordinate. You may also notice that when your subordinate clause is in the middle of a sentence, it is normally separated by commas.

5. The fruit grows in size and becomes juicy, or dries and splits open, releasing the seeds inside.
