English: Passport to Year 4

Task 1: Create a mind map of all the things you are looking forward to next year, maybe discuss with your siblings or parents/carers for ideas. 
Task 2: Create a Ribbon mobile. 
The ribbon mobile is made from normally a wooden baton with different lengths of coloured paper stuck to it. You can use a suitable alternative for the wooden baton if you don’t have one. You need to write on each strip of paper according to the instructions below:
The 6 ribbons each show something different as follows: 
1. Something the children are looking forward to next year e.g. a residential, starting swimming lessons etc.
 2. A change they would like to make for themselves e.g. getting better at reading 
3. Something they have learned about their bodies and growing up 
4. How they feel about growing up 
5. Something that worries them about growing up and how they can manage these feelings 
6. Something that they are looking forward to about growing up

L.O. Outdoor Maths ball game 
In pairs or a small group, with a parent or sibling you can throw and catch a ball. Each time a successful catch is made you count up in a particular multiple e.g. your 3/4 times table or any time table of your choice. If you drop the ball you have to go back to the start. You can make this more of a competition by setting a time limit and seeing the quickest you can get to the highest multiple. You could also set a 5 second limit in which you need to give an answer. 
Or 
Play Bouncing Sums You can spend hours playing catch, so why not make it a bit more challenging with this maths activity? Bouncing sums is a game that you can play with your parents, or your siblings.
Use a permanent marker to write random numbers all over a ball. Then when you throw the ball to each other,  the person that catches it has to call out the number closest to their right thumb. The next person who catches the ball does the same but also adds their number to the previous number. So the longer you spend playing the game, the higher the number you’ll finish on. The game ends when someone drops the ball. 
Each time you play this game, you should record the highest number that you reach in a game. Then you can try and beat this number when they play again. 
Activity 2:Outdoor Maths activity- Position and direction
Get together with a parent or sibling or split your family into teams.  The challenge is to direct your team mates around the garden using only turns (turn 90s clockwise, turn 180 anticlockwise) along a particular route. Make this harder by blindfolding the person following the instructions or setting obstacles for them to avoid. 
Language to use: half a turn clockwise/anticlockwise; 90 degrees clockwise; three quarter turn clockwise; 180 degrees/full turn etc.
