Complimentary close (from/ yours sincerely etc.)
Signature or name of sender,
Fronted adverbials followed by a comma, 
The use of paragraphs.

Once you have labelled the features of the letter, think of what you might like to write in your letter to make them feel happier. You could tell them about a fond memory you have. You might like to talk about things you are looking forward to later in the year. Write your ideas in your book so you can go back to them when you are writing the letter.

	Monday
	Maths: Complete at least 5 sessions of TT Rockstars.
Explore capacity and weight around your house. What units do we measure them in? What equipment do you have in your house to measure them? Your task today is to help an adult cook something that involves measuring the weight or capacity of ingredients. Then in your book compare three of the ingredients using < > =. 
For example,  110g butter = 110g sugar < 175g flour. You can do with as many of the ingredients as you’d like.

SLOR:  Read extract six from the SLoR activities sheet and answer the suggested questions at the bottom of the page. Remember to give evidence for your answers

English: Attached is a copy of an elephant poem. 
Using Talk for Writing, think of some actions to help you remember the poem. You could create a text map to help you. 
Think about what the pattern is in the poem, what language have they used?

(Parents/Guardians: on the sheet it tells you what each line of the poem consists of, use this to support your child if they are finding it challenging to identify the pattern/language)

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Fronted Adverbial

An adverbial is a word or phrase that adds detail to a verb.
(Tip: it adds to the verb. Ad-verb!)

Adverbials are used to explain how, where or when something
happened; they are like adverbs made up of more than one word.
Fronted adverbials are ‘fronted’ because they appear at the front
of the sentence, before the verb.

Fronted adverbials are single words or phrases at the beginning
of a sentence, used to describe the action that follows.

Examples:
