Spelling Corrections & Explanations:

1. interestingly – missing letter: use the clue ‘in – ter – est’ to hear all the letters in the root word

2. believed – tricky word: Year 3/4 spelling list word: use the clue ‘i believe in xmas eve’

3. stories – rules error: change the ‘y’ to an ‘i’ before adding the suffix ‘es’ (unless there is a vowel before the ‘y’)

4. generations – rules error: ‘shn’ is usually spelled ‘tion’. Use a dictionary to help check if needed.
