17/07/20 – The 24 Game 
This is a very simple game that will help your child practice their arithmetic skills (This is a 2+ player game).
What you need to play:
· A pack of playing cards – just the numbered ones (or you can make your own number cards)
How to play:
Step 1: Each player picks 4 number cards at random from the pile. 
Step 2: They then need to find a way to manipulate the 4 digits using any of the 4 operations (+, -, x, ÷) so the end result is 24 For example, if they chose 4, 7, 8, 8, they could do 
8÷8= 1
7 – 1 = 6
6 x 4 = 24
Step 3: If nobody is able to reach 24, you can make it closest wins!
