	Note: We have put the Science lesson this morning because it will take time to complete. You can start it off and then keep checking back on your investigation while you are doing your Maths and English.
Science

Last week, you research different materials around your home. The ones that you found were probably all solid. Maybe you though that wood is used for tables because it can be carved into any shape and it is hard, or glass is used for a window because it is hard, waterproof and transparent.

Last night you may have had to make ice cubes for today. How dd you do this? What has happened to the water? Why has this happened?

There are 3 mains states of matter. Do you know what they are? Watch this video to see if you are right!

You are going to do an investigation today with ice cubes. You will need ice cubes and something to put them in (bowl / plate / container). You are going to leave different ice cubes in different places around your home and see what happens to them.

Try to choose places that are different temperatures: a sunny place, a cupboard, the fridge for example. Check back on each place every 10 – 15 minute and write a table of your results!

Main Lesson
Editing and improving
This is such an important part of your writing and very often difficult, which is why we like to do a plan and or a first draft before writing our final piece. Here are some of the rules:-

· Edit as you go. (after writing a few sentences)
· Read what you have written.

· Check it for sense, grammatical accuracy and spelling.

· Choose an element of the section of text that could be improved. 

· Make a change which enhances (improves) the writing. This could mean adding a feature from the genre you are writing in.
See attached for today’s activity.

Science

Put some sugar (about 2 spoons worth) into a glass of water. Put it in slowly and carefully. What do you see?

Now stir the water. What happens?
Investigate how this work with different temperatures of water – cold, room temperature and warm. NOT HOT UNLESS YOU HAVE AN ADULT WITH YOU.

Can you see a difference? Does sugar or salt dissolve in warm or cold water faster? Why do you think this is?

When do we dissolve things in water? Can you think of some examples?
How could you get the sugar / salt back?

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Mia’s story

Mia’s 19 year-old sister said she could borrow her tablet for the afternoon if she wanted, but
only if she was responsible with it. Mia started playing an App she had seen her sister playing.
When she opened the App it asked Mia if she was over 18. Mia clicked yes but she lied because
she was really only 10 years old. The game started off OK, and Mia was really good at it, but as
she progressed to the harder levels it started to get more frightening and violent, with lots of
swearing and images that scared her. She noticed a message icon appear on the screen from

a user called GR8. She opened the message. It was very rude and abusive and accused Mia of
killing GR8’s avatar. As the afternoon went on GR8 kept on messaging but Mia tried to ignore it.
In the end there were over 50 unread messages. Her sister would be so annoyed. GR8 ganged
up with some other players to kill Mia’s avatar over and over again, so in the end she stopped
playing because she wasn’t enjoying the game anymore. She couldn’t get the images out of
her head, and for the next few weeks she kept on having bad nightmares. Her sister was angry
about all the messages and told Mia that she had broken her trust and she wouldn’t let her use
the tablet again.
