THREE KEY TIPS To writing to your MP:

1. Keep it brief

Letters should be no longer than one page and should be about one issue only. A concise and focused letter can be a powerful one.

2. Be passionate and polite

MPs are likely to be more receptive to a polite letter, and more engaged based on the passion of your writing. 

3. Make your letter stand out!

Your goal is to make your letter stand out and be noticeable. Give her good examples and pictures to back your point of view.

Science:
Today you are going to be separating materials.
Choose one material from each group. If you can’t find one of them, then don’t worry! You can just work with 2 or 3 materials

Group 1 – paperclips, pins, screws

Group 2 – sugar, salt

Group 3 – sand, soil

Group 3 – sawdust, gravel

Mix all your materials together in a bowl or bucket.

Your task – to separate the materials! How are you going to put them back in their groups so they aren’t mixed with anything else?

Think about what you will do first (predict) and then see if this works (test). If it doesn’t, have another think.

Some clues are written below but are covered. To reveal the clues, highlight below and change the colour of the font.

You can use a magnet to separate one material

You could use a sieve

Think about your science last week and what you know about dissolving.
Extension 1 – Can you create your own mix to separate? 

ASK A PARENT BEFORE YOU MIX ANYTHING!!!
Extension 2 – WORK WITH A PARENT Are there materials that you can mix that can not be separated? For example, if you mix together sugar and butter, can you separate them? If you mix an egg and flour in can you separate? 

IF YOU CHOOSE TO THIS INVESTIGATION then don’t waste the ingredients! Measure them carefully and you can make a cake!

How does the consistency of the mixture differ before and after baking? Can you reverse this change?

Main Lesson 
Edit and improve:
Never underestimate the importance of editing and improving your writing. Today you need to read through your draft and consider how it can be improved. 

Check: 

· Punctuation E.g. capital letters for proper nouns and the start of each sentence, question marks, exclamation marks, colons, semi colons, hyphens and full stops

· Spellings – check for silly mistakes as well as technical vocabulary taken from your notes.
· Sentence structure – does it make sense?

· Varied sentence types. E.g. questions, short sentences for impact, sentences with embedded clauses and sentences with a fronted adverbial.
· Layout. E.g. where is the address/date/paragraphs?

· Vocabulary – can you improve your word choice?

Remember, this is a draft and presentation is less important so do not worry about crossings out at this stage. Tomorrow you will be publishing your letter and if possible, even post it.

There are options with how you present your map depending on how creative you want to be:

b) You could print pictures of the landmarks and stick them on in the right place and label

c) You could draw the landmarks on the map and label

You could draw the landmarks on separate paper, put bases on them, cut them out and stick them on the map so they stand up and are 3D. Don’t forget to label them.
