A biography includes:-

· An introduction to say why the person is special.

· Chronological order.

· Usually has dates and ages for key points in their life (they may be dead).

· May include quotations.

· Past tense.

· Third person – he/she

· Conclusion evaluates the person’s life and their impact on the world.

Time words – first, then, next, after that, finally.

Factual – often there are not a lot of adjectives.

Key Events – Saddest and happiest times recounted most vividly and given most attention and description.

See attached Week 8 Biography example. You can see that important features are shown using different colours. It also shows what you need for the introduction and conclusion. Hope this is helpful. (
