Main Lesson

Please see the attached Sir Edmund Hillary mini project sheet.

Over the next two weeks, you will be required to complete a mini project which will cover our topic, art and English work. At first, you will need to do some research into Sir Edmund Hillary.

This week we want you to imagine that you are Sir Edmund Hillary and that you are going to visit Swingate School to tell the children about your expedition in 1953 to reach the summit of Mount Everest. You will only have ten minutes to speak and some time at the end to answer any questions. (Which you will also prepare – so you better make sure you know the answers!)  
See below some ideas that you could include in your presentation:-
We are sure you will find plenty more information in the link above.
· A brief explanation about who you are and why you have come to visit the children today.

· Set the scene, tell the children about Mount Everest - where it is in the world, how tall it is etc.  
· Talk about how many people were involved, who led the team, who was on the team? How much baggage they took with them. 
· Give some detail about the climb, what happened to Bourdillon and Evans?  Talk about the difficulties Hillary (you) and Tenzing experienced as they (you) approached the summit.
· Tell the children what you and Tenzing left on the mountain. 

· Talk about how you felt when you achieved your goal and mention the response from the Queen. (special coronation medal and knighthood)
· Finish by encouraging the children to set themselves goals and try their best to achieve them – never give up!
Finally, write five questions that the children might ask you (remember you must know the answers)
Remember, you have all week to complete this presentation. Today you should create a mind map of the information you find and any interesting vocabulary that you could use. (You will then use this when you plan your presentation tomorrow).

Main Lesson

This week you are going to write a story about a mountain expedition. Your character and his/her partner decide to climb the formidable Mount Swingate. Many people have attempted to climb this mountain, but they have all mysteriously gone missing. On your climb you and your partner come across a cave and you decide to go inside. At first, it is too dark to see anything – you switch on your torches to discover that you have entered into a new world. This can be anything you like – E.g. aliens, strange talking animals, pixies, fairies, hobbits, witches and wizards. The choice is yours.
Create a mind map of your ideas.

Beginning: What is your mission? (To climb the mountain and/or to find out why people go missing?)
Build up: Describe the setting? What do you see, smell and hear? 

Who do you see? Describe them.

Are they friendly? (Perhaps they are scared of you, or are they aggressive?) 

How do you feel?  (Scared, elated, inquisitive, excited, astonished)

What are your first thoughts (To run away? To find out more? To protect your partner?)

Problem: What happens while you are in your new world? How are you treated? (Do they welcome you or are you captured and treated like prisoners?) Do they feed you? Do they give you somewhere to sleep? Do you meet the other climbers that have previously gone missing?
Resolution: Do you escape? How do you escape?   Alternatively, you and your partner might decide to stay there. 
What happens to the other climbers? Do you help them to escape or join them in the new world?

Ending: If you escape, do you warn others about the cave? If you stay, are you happy? Are you and your partner simply added to the list of people that have mysteriously disappeared – waiting for the next explorers to attempt the climb to the summit of the formidable Mount Swingate?  

Remember: you have all week to plan and write this story.

Use this mind map tomorrow to plan your story. Use a dictionary and thesaurus to help you to find interesting words.
