Challenge: Done is used for something that was performed just before the present but that could not extend into the present. The tense in which done is used is present perfect. E.g.  What have I done to you?

Challenge: dashes
3. 
1) furious   synonym e.g. angry, irate, enraged  -  antonym e.g. calm
2) splendid synonym e.g. magnificent, lavish, luxurious -  antonym e.g. uninspiring
3) anxious synonym e.g. nervous, worried, apprehensive -  antonym e.g. confident

Challenge: E.g. At the weekend, I had a picnic, played tennis and swam in the sea.
Rule: use commas for lists and do not use a comma before ‘and’.

3. For my swimming lesson, I need to pack my swimsuit, goggles and a towel.
Challenge: I need to pack my swimsuit, goggles and a towel for my swimming lesson.
Week 11 Wednesday

1. How hard it is to climb a mountain in the rain!
Challenge: statement, command, question and exclamation
2. We arrived before the opposing team, although we were still out of the changing room last as the showers were not working.
Challenge: A coordinating conjunction used to join clauses has only one function: it joins clauses of equal importance. E.g. I wanted to ride my bike, but the tyre was flat.
3. 
That is owned by my father.  That is his.
This belongs to my niece and nephew.  This is theirs.
Those are owned by you.  Those are yours.
Challenge: The toys belong to me, Tom, Jack, Ayden and Levi. (The toys are ours.)

Challenge: When did I last go to bed? (Answer: Yesterday)
2. The  nervous  deer  peered  out  of  the  long,  dry  grass  that  was  blowing  in  the  breeze.
Challenge: e.g. cool breeze

Challenge: He sleeps for hours and dreams of dinosaurs.

Challenge: did not
2. 
I have collected most of the cards. (PP)
We had finished decorating the hall. (P)
She has lost all her pens and pencils. (PP)
Challenge: I am collecting most of the cards
