Main Lesson

Mary Anning – Palaeontologist 1799-1847 

Our topic this week is about Mary Anning. For many years, she was not given credit for making some of the most important scientific discoveries connected to fossil hunting. Although recognised by the scientific community, she was not admitted to the Geological Society because women were not allowed to join it until 1904.

This week you are going to write a newspaper article about Mary Anning’s discovery of the fossil ichthyosaurus. 

(You will find a newspaper template attached see Swingate Times wk 12)

First, let’s think about what the features of a newspaper article are:-

Headline (Short, eye-catching, big and bold font)

Sub-headings

Byline (The name of the person who wrote the article)

Paragraphs (written in columns)

Mainly past tense language

Direct speech (‘I couldn’t believe what I saw as I slowly chipped away at the stone!’ said Mary Anning).

Indirect speech (Mary Anning said that she couldn’t believe what she saw as she slowly chipped away at the stone).

Photographs/pictures to go with the article

Caption to explain what the photograph/picture is about
