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1. It is filled with smells that are unfamiliar to him, that he does not recognise

4. Prowled shows the creatures dominance over the land/that he is important within the Serengeti
5. In the first verse, the creature is proud to be in the Serengeti and is dominant/in the second verse he is confused about what is going on and sees that his brothers have been killed by humans/in the third verse he has been ‘saved’ from the hunters but wants to be home
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6. Because it is showing the similarity to the stripes of the tiger
7. Because the tiger is used to the warmth of the Serengeti and this shows the contrast to his life now
8. Because humans think that they have saved the tiger from the human hunters, however the tiger does not want to be saved and wants to return to his home. Therefore it is a question of has the tiger really been saved at all?
9. They repeat to show the fact that he is looking and looking for his brothers, as though they are disappearing over a period of time (as they have been hunted and killed one at a time)
