You can measure your heartbeat by
measuring your pulse. Your pulse is also
known as your heart rate. It is the
number of times your heart beats in
minute. You can measure it by taking
your pulse for a minute, or count for
30 seconds and multiply by 2.
Tips for finding your pulse:
* Use your index and middle fingers
to find your pulse.
Press gently and lightly. If you press
too lightly or too firm you will not
be able to detect your pulse.
Do not use your thumb. Your thumb

has it’s own pulse that you may feel
which would affect your resuls.
