Science
Experiment – Objectives: to observe how the light affects the pupil.
Prediction: What will happen to your pupils in the dark/dim lit environment?
Method: Sit in front of a mirror in a lit room and cover your eyes well. Count slowly up to 60. Now remove the cover from your eyes and look at your pupils (the black dot on your eye) in the mirror. What did you notice? Does this happen every time? Can you guess why?

1. What they say
2. How they say it - through verbs (eg. bellowed, whispered, snag, sneered, muttered)
3. How they say it - though adverbs (eg. angrily, timidly, confidently)
4. Voice description - adjectives (eg. cold, bitter, warm, gentle)
5. Actions as they talk (eg. pushed, wept, raised a sward)
Make sure to punctuate your speech correctly.
