Jigsaw – Healthy ME
Think of all the things for which you are responsible. Is it: getting up and dressed in the morning; doing homework, looking after a pet, helping with some chores? Do you have the same responsibilities through your life or do they change? Why do they change? 
One of the big responsibilities is to look after your health and keep yourself safe. You have learnt about healthy diet previously, but what else is necessary in maintaining a healthy living? What responsibilities do you have for your health now? Are there elements of this you can improve? What small changes can you make that might make a big difference? Create a poster to help you be healthy inside out.

Experiment: How alcohol affects protein structure. Ask an adult for help/ permission.
Watch the video that will explain what proteins are:

You will need: an egg, two cups, some alcohol (the stronger the alcohol the better).
What might happen to the proteins in the egg’s white? Do you think it will the same or different?
Method: First, crack the egg open. Next, separate the egg’s white and drop it into a cup. Then, pour alcohol into the cup to cover the white. Do not stir. Leave for an hour.
Conclusion: What has happened? Are there any other processes you know of that turn egg whites from clear to white? What is it and do you think the same processes are happening?
