	Monday

	Tuesday
	1. Make the most of the sunshine and investigate light and shadows
Place an object on a piece of paper and trace the shadow outline. Does the size change depending where you put the object/when in the day you do your drawing?
Draw around your own shadow with chalk at different times of the day.
2. Draw pictures of different activities and place them around the room – or all over the house. Children need to visit each picture and  do the activity – e.g. hop on one leg 10 times, do 10 star jumps, 10 squats, 2 roly-polies etc. See how many circuits they can manage.

Count the items as you put them in the washing machine.
Measure the detergent, how does it smell?
Practise your fine motor skills to peg the washing out.
Pair up those matching socks and learn to fold.
