What is expected in Year 3?
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As a school, we feel it is important to work alongside you and share with you the end of year expectations for children in Year 3 for Reading, Writing and Mathematics.

Any extra support you can provide in helping your children to achieve these will be extremely beneficial and greatly valued.

The year 3 team are often available after school for a quick chat if you have any worries or queries. Alternatively, you can email or call the school office and any important information will be passed on.

Daily reading really does make a difference. The assessments we now do in school rely on the children being able to read with fluency, accuracy and understanding. They have a substantial piece to read and answer questions within a time scale of an hour. In order to prepare for this, the children need to read and answer questions.


What happens in the story? Why? (making connections) 
What might happen next? (predicting/inferring) 
What can you remember about the story (summarising) 
What did the author mean when they said….? (evaluating)

Writing

· Use conjunctions (when, so, before, after, while, because).
· Use adverbs (e.g.  then, next, soon).
· Use prepositions (e.g. before, after, during, in, because of).
· Experiment with adjectives to create impact.
· Correctly use verbs in 1st, 2nd and 3rd person.
· Use perfect form of verbs to mark relationships of time and cause.
· Use inverted commas to punctuate direct speech.
· Group ideas into basic paragraphs.
· Write under headings and sub-headings.
· Write with increasing legibility, consistency and fluency.
